ABOUT SERENJE TOWN C OUNCIL  
 

Serenje District earned its District status in 1939, making one of the oldest Districts in Zambia. 

Geographically, it covers an approximate surface area of 17,406.70km²and shares boundaries with 

Chitambo, Lavushimanda, Lusangazi, Nyimba, Mkushi and the Democratic Republic of Congo. It is 

endowed with fertile land, good rainfall patterns and abundant water bodies.  

Serenje is also the home of the beautiful Kundalila and Chipota falls which gives it great potential 

to be a tourism destination. 

  

Traditionally, it is the home of the Lala speaking people who are governed by six Chiefs. These 

are; His Royal Highness Senior Chief Muchinda, His Royal Highness Chief Chisomo, Her Royal 

Highness Chieftainess Serenje, His Royal Highness Chief  Kabamba, His Royal Highness Chief 

Mailo, and His Royal Highness Chief Chibale of the Muchinda, Chisomo, Serenje, Kabamba, Mailo 

and Chibale Chiefdoms respectively. 

 

Administratively, it is segmented into two (2) Constituencies; Serenje Central Constituency and 

Muchinga Constituency which are further broken down into twenty one (21) Wards. 

According to the 2022 CSO report, Serenje recorded a total population of approximately 

158,192 people whose major economic activities are agriculture and mining.

Serenje Town Council has 

successfully hosted a spe-

cial council meeting where 

councillors unanimously 

endorsed the 2025 K141 

million budget, aimed at 

driving the districtõs socio-

economic development 

and improving public ser-

vice delivery. 

The council has pledged to 

ensure effective, efficient, 

and sustainable provision 

of public services, empha-

sizing the attainment of 

desired development out-

comes through prudent 

resource utilization, infra-

structure development, 

and ongoing, inclusive 

stakeholder consultations. 

Key Allocations include; 

The 2025 budget prioritiz-

es the Constituency Devel-

opment Fund (CDF) with 

an allocation of K72 mil-

lion, which will be utilized 

a c r o s s  k e y  s u b-

programmes: 

1. Community Projects ð A 

total of K43.9 million is 

earmarked for constructing 

critical social amenities, 

including classroom blocks, 

water schemes, health facil-

ities, and ablution blocks. 

2. Women and Youth Em-

powerment ð K12.5 million 

(each/Muchinga and Seren-

je Central) has been allo-

cated to support legally 

registered entrepreneur-

ship groups and coopera-

tives with grants or loans 

to start or expand busi-

nesses. 

3. Secondary School and 

Skills Development Bursa-

ries ð Has been allocated 

K12.5 million (each/

Muchinga and Serenje Cen-

tral) to support education 

and skill-building initiatives. 

4. Administrative Compo-

nent ð Funds will support 

day-to-day CDF opera-

tions, community sensitiza-

tions, Ward Development 

Committeesõ activities, and 

project monitoring.
